The information provided in this leaflet aims to let you 

know of  the possibilities available for  the planting and 

harvesting periods for selected crops.  Of course there 

are certain periods of time when planting certain crops 

provide the best results.  However, be reminded that 

planting  off season has the benefit that  usually acquire 

better price  with little or no market competition despite 

the risks that may be encountered during the production 

process. 

Having said that, it is important to note also that there 

may be more than one ways to use the information pro-

vided in this leaflet and the following is just one exam-

ple.

Number of planting hole = 100 

Spacing =  2m X 2m = 4m2 

Total planting area = 4m2/planting hole X 100 planting 

holes  = 400 m2. 

Number of seeds per planting hole = 3 

Total number of seeds expected = 3 X 100 = 300 seeds 

Packet of seeds required = 300 seeds/25 seeds per 

packet = 12 packets  

Expected number of fruits to sale per planting hole = 2  

Total number of saleable fruits = 200 

Average weight per  fruit (kg) = 5  

Weight of fruit per planting hole = 5 kg/fruit X 2 fruit/

p.hole = 10 kg fruit/p.hole
